Olav Thon Stiftelsens priser for fremragende undervisning og stgtte til

studentaktive forskningsprosjekter innen naturvitenskap og medisin 2020
Stgtte kan ytes til formal innen det matematisk-naturvitenskapelige og medisinske fagomrade. Som en
del av de midler som styret matte stille til radighet for dette formal kan det utdeles fglgende priser:
e Pris for fremragende undervisning
Forslag til pris for fremragende undervisning skal utformes av tjenestegjgrende professorer eller
fersteamanuenser innen medisin og/eller naturvitenskap/ matematikk. Det er en forutsetning at
ogsa studentene star bak forslaget. Kandidater til prisene kan vaere fra forslagsstillerens egen
institusjon eller fra andre universiteter eller hgyskoler i Norge. Prisene er personlig. Inntil 3
nasjonale priser vil bli tildelt i 2020.
e Sgknad om finansiell stgtte til studentaktive forskningsprosjekter
Stgtten forbeholdes forskningsprosjekter innen medisin og/eller naturvitenskap/ matematikk som
bringes aktivt inn i utdanningen som et element i «studentaktiv forskning». Spknadsbelgpet er
begrenset oppad til 830 000 pr. ar for maksimum 3 ar. Inntil 3 forskningsprosjekter vil bli stgttet i
2020.
Frist. Forslagene skal fremmes samlet fra institusjonen med oversendelsesbrev fra universitetsledelsen.
Internfrist for sgkere pa BIO 3 sende forslag til instituttledelse er satt til onsdag 30. august.

The Olav Thon Foundation — support for Nordic research projects in
medicine 2020

In addition to its other announcements, the Foundation has reserved NOK 20 million for grants to Nordic
research collaboration in the field of medicine for 2020. Only researchers associated with universities or
academic institutions in the Nordic countries are eligible for support. Applications will be assessed in light
of their academic quality and the projects’ potential for development of new and groundbreaking
knowledge in medicine. For 2020, the Board of the Foundation has decided to invite applications for
research on:

o ‘“reparative medicine targeting diseases in the musculoskeletal and peripheral and central

nervous system.”
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Projects should be based on the use of stem cell biology, genetic approaches, tissue engineering,
biotechnology, or regenerative medicine with the aim of repairing, regrowing or replacing damaged or
diseased cells or tissues. Research support for each project is restricted to a maximum of NOK 2.5 million
per year for a maximum of four years.

The Olav Thon Foundation’s International Research Award for
Mathematics/Natural Sciences and Medicine 2020

An international award of NOK 5 000 000 — NOK five million — can be given for excellent research in the
field of mathematics/natural sciences and medicine. The award is not restricted to candidates from the
Nordic countries. The prize may be shared by two, or - in exceptional cases - three persons. The
Foundation has defined the following instructions for the award:

e “In the field of medicine, special attention will be given to gerontology as well as to studies of

brain function and age-related changes in brain.”

Proposals for candidates may be submitted only by serving professors of mathematics/natural sciences or
medicine. Proposals are to be submitted directly by the proposers.

The purpose of the Mohn Prize is to recognize excellence in research related to the Arctic. The prize aims
to highlight issues that are of particular relevance to the future development of the Arctic, and help put
these issues on the national and international agenda.

Nominations for the International Mohn Prize for Outstanding Research Related to the Arctic (The Mohn
Prize) can be submitted for individuals or research groups who hold a leading international position in
his/her/their field, who is/are widely recognised as leader in his/her/their field, and who has/have
developed groundbreaking new knowledge about the Arctic. The nomination process is open to anyone.
Nominations are confidential, and should not be made known to the nominee. Self-nominations will not
be accepted.

The International Mohn Prize for Outstanding Research Related to the Arctic carries a cash award of 2
million NOK (approximately 210 000 €) and is awarded biennially.
