BAHF-MVK Bachelorprogrammet i musikkvitenskap — self-assessment (egenvurdering)
Spring 2022

Introduction

The Bachelor program in musicology was established in 2015, with the first cohort admitted to the
program in Fall 2015. There are 12 study places in each cohort. Up to now, 7 cohorts have been
admitted and 21 students from the first 4 cohorts have finished the degree and graduated. The last
time a self-assessment of the program was carried out was in Spring 2020. In Spring 2021, the
5-year program evaluation was carried out, taking the place of the yearly self-assessment. The study
program also successfully went through the re-accreditation process within the faculty in 2021.

Curriculum
There have been no major changes in the curriculum since the program evaluation in 2021.
Otherwise, minor adjustments have been made to the course plans (emneplaner) for some courses.

The academic staff member who coordinates and teaches in the course MVK210 Music, Gender and
Sexuality is on research sabbatical in the academic year 2021-2022, so that course was not taught in
Fall 2021.

Follow-up on issues/measures since previous self-assessment/program evaluation

The relatively new course MVK101 Innforing i musikkvitenskap, which was offered for the first
time in Fall 2020, has now run two times. It is hoped that the introduction of this course will
contribute to the retention of students and lower the drop-out rate from the program (see below), as
taking courses in the major subject area earlier in the study progression has been recommended as a
desirable measure in this regard. The course is team-taught by all the musicology faculty in GA,
thus both giving the incoming new BA students a general orientation to the field and allowing them
to meet all the relevant faculty members, already in their first semester of study. It tentatively
appears that this measure has contributed to having the desired effect, as 12 of the 17 students who
were admitted to the program in Fall 2020 were registered in courses in Spring 2021, and 13 of the
20 students who were admitted in Fall 2021 are registered for courses in Spring 2022. These are
better enrollment rates for second-semester students than the program has had historically.

In previous self-assessments, the problem with low enrollments in the two elective courses
MVKI105 Innforing i norsk folkemusikk and MVK230 Russian Music was mentioned. In 2019 the
program board decided to, instead of offering both courses every Spring, offer one of them each
year, alternating between them in successive years. Spring 2020 was the first semester this new
measure has been applied, with only MVK105 running. This measure continues to be reasonably
effective, as the number of students enrolled in and completing MVK105 significantly increased in
2020, and 10 students (of which ca. 6 are actually active) are registered in the course this year. It is
hoped that enrollment in MVK230 will see a similar increase when it is next offered in Spring
2023. This change has also resulted in more efficient use of teaching resources within the program.

In the program evaluation carried out in Spring 2021, one of the recommendations was to create more
opportunities for student involvement and student-active learning activities. This was concretely
implemented in the course MUV280 Popular Music Studies in Fall 2021, in which for the first time
colloquium discussion groups with required participation were created, facilitated by the musicology
PhD fellow who was co-teaching the course together with the course coordinator (see self-assessment
for the course). These discussion groups were well-received by the students. Continued
implementation of this measure is dependent on having available the necessary resource. Less
formally organized (without mandatory participation) discussion groups were also created for the
class MVK 100 Innforing i musikkvitenskap, facilitated by the student mentor. The student mentor

has also arranged social activities for the first year students during the study year 2021-2022.



PhD-fellow position

The PhD position in musicology advertised in Spring 2020 has been filled, and the new PhD fellow
began in the position in Spring 2021. As part of her required work (pliktarbeid, 25%), she has done
substantial teaching in the courses MUV280 Popular Music Studies (Fall 2021, taking some of the
lectures that are usually taught by the academic staff member who was on sabbatical) and MUG105
Music in World Cultures (Spring 2022).

Admissions, retention of students, credits production, candidate production
Admissions
The number of students applying to study in this program continues to be high and relatively stable,

with many more applicants indicating this program as their first choice, than there are study places
available (12 per cohort).

Retention/completion (gjennomstromming)

The high number of students dropping out of the program (frafall) has historically been a problem.
Overbooking has largely addressed this issue in recent years. The new first-semester course
(MVK100 Innforing i musikkvitenskap, first offered in Fall 2020) seems also to have contributed to
the retention of students. Total enrollment the past year has continued to be stable at ca. 35, near the
target number (3 cohorts x 12 students per cohort = 36 total study places).

It is recommended that we continue to overbook at the current rates (ca. 18) in anticipation that
some students will not show up at the beginning of their first year, or drop out later, in order to
maintain the desired total enrollment.

While the total number of students active in the program during the last several years is thus near
the target of 36, the students are not necessarily making the progression they should in terms of
courses finished and study points produced, as indicated in the following tables showing planned
and completed credits for each year since the program began. 2021 did see a significant
improvement over the previous year, with a rise from ca. 74% to ca. 82%.

There were not enough respondents to the annual national student survey, popularly known as
Studiebarometer, in either 2020 or 2021 to make a valid, reportable result. The students will be
strongly encouraged to participate in the survey the next time it is done in Fall 2022.

Report from external peer reviewer

The external peer reviewer (ekstern fagfelle) for the program, Jan Sverre Knudsen, began his work
in Spring 2021. The program board received his first report on September 1, 2021. As requested by
the program board, that report focused primarily on the internal program evaluation completed in
Spring 2021, and contained a number of recommendations. The program board discussed the report
and recommendations at the program board meeting on November 5, 2021. Some of the peer
reviewer’s recommendations have already been implemented; others will be implemented as
appropriate, provided the necessary resources are available.



Effects of coronavirus situation

The ongoing Covid-19 pandemic continues to affect teaching and other activities within the study
program. At the time this report is being written (mid-February, 2022), in-person (“physical”)
teaching has resumed, though many lectures are still being held as hybrid teaching so that students
in isolation or quarantine do not miss a significant amount of teaching. While a number of exam
assignments consisting of practical activities were during 2020 and 2021 either canceled or replaced
by other exam forms (e.g. in MUG105 Music in World Cultures [field work assignment] and
MVKI101 Musikkproduksjon [exam concert], it is planned to resume again the normal exam forms in
the Spring 2022 semester. Regardless of the situation with the pandemic, teaching and exams in all
musicology courses continue to be in accordance with the learning outcomes (leearingsutbytte)
specified in the individual course descriptions and the learning outcomes for the program as a whole
indicated in the study program description. A detailed discussion of this is included in the program
evaluation from last year.

MUG105 Music in World Cultures — self-assessment (egenvurdering) — Spring 2022

This semester this course is scheduled to have the full, 3-year evaluation. Since it is too early in the
semester to carry out that full evaluation, this self-assessment is a temporary “place holder” in the
written documentation of the required quality assurance work for the course, before the full
evaluation is carried out at the end of the semester.

This course runs every Spring semester. It is required of students in the Bachelor program in
musicology, and is also open to all students at UiB. As it is taught in English, it also attracts a
number of exchange students. After the deadline for adds and drops on February 1, and not
counting students who remained formally enrolled in the course but have never come to a course
meeting, enrollment in the course this year is 22 students. The ratio of Norwegian students to
international students is ca. 50%/50%, back to the pre-pandemic level as travel restrictions are
relaxed and exchange students return to campus.

Teaching in the course consists of 13 regular lectures followed by 4 meetings in which students
make oral presentations of their field work projects. Some of the teaching is being done by the PhD
fellow in musicology.

Because of the high number of students registered, in relation to the size and limited capacity of the
available classroom, the first few lectures in the course were held online via Zoom. In person
(“physical”) teaching resumed in February, but due to a number of students reporting that they were
in isolation or quarantine, in person lectures were also done as hybrid teaching. This will likely
continue for at least a few more weeks.

The normal exam form for this course is an assignment portfolio with 2 assignments. In 2021 the
second assignment, a field work project that required participant observation at a live musical event,
was substituted by a home exam covering the course material. It is planned to return to the original
exam form and resume having the field work project this semester.

A full evaluation of this course was last done in Fall 2019, and the next regularly scheduled 3-year
evaluation would thus normally have been done in Fall 2022. Because of a significant change in the
teaching in Fall 2021 (the addition of colloquium group discussion meetings, discussed below), the
course coordinator (emneansvarlig) thought it would be pertinent to move the full evaluation
forward one year, in order to get feedback from the students on the newly implemented colloquium
groups.

FAGLZARERNES VURDERING AV GJENNOMFURING

Praktisk gjennomfering

Teaching in the course included 11 regular lectures, divided between the 2 teachers. There were
also 5 seminars in which the students presented their work, individually or in groups. And, for the
first time in this course, there were also created colloquium discussion groups, facilitated by one of
the teachers. These discussion groups — originally 4 groups of ca. 6 members each, later
consolidated to 3 groups after several students dropped out of the course — each met 6 times. At
each colloquium group meeting, a student or pair of students was assigned to present one chapter
from one of the books on the course’s reading list; these short presentations were then followed by
group discussion.

The exam consisted of a term paper (semesteroppgave) on a topic the students themselves chose;
students received advising on drafts of their papers when requested.

Studentenes profil, karakterfordeling, strykprosent og frafall

This course is required of 2nd-year students in the bachelor program in musicology at the Grieg
Academy, and is also open to other students at UiB (including exchange students, since the course is
taught in English) as an elective course. Of 24 students registered at the beginning of the semester, 20
students completed the exam in the class and received a grade. As in previous years, the students in
the course were about evenly divided between foreign exchange students and Norwegian students.

FAGLARERS VURDERING AV RAMMEVILKARENE

Lokaler/undervisningsutstyr: This course was one of the first musicology courses to have
teaching in room A312, which was recently taken over by the Grieg Academy within Nygérd skole.
This room and the adjacent rooms are not soundproofed. The room next door, A314, was regularly
used as a practice room by students in performance during the time of lectures in this course in
A312. Especially common was students practicing on brass instruments (tuba), which sounded very
loud in our classroom. Many students commented/complained on how this was disruptive to and
distracting from the teaching in this course (see survey results below). The desks and chairs in the
room were quite old and many were in poor condition (broken and/or stained and generally worn
out). Otherwise, relevant technical equipment (TV screen and sound system) in the room worked
adequately. Since the room does not have a hard-wired Internet connection, it was especially
important that there was a reliable Wi-Fi connection, since some of the lectures and colloquium
group meetings were held as hybrid teaching.

Summary of the students’ comments:

9 responses were received to question 22. These were generally positive. The students liked in
particular the small-group format of the colloquium discussion groups. Positive comments were
also received regarding the choice and content of lecture topics, and the general academic approach
to popular music as serious subject of inquiry. Things the students commented negatively on
included: 1) the lack of soundproofing in the room, with the resulting bleeding over of the sound of
performance students practicing their instruments (particularly the tuba) in the room next door, 2)
the amount of reading, which some found excessive (though at ca. 1200 pages normal for a
university course at the 200-level), and 3) the extent of the required work (3 presentations + a

paper).
(Complete student responses are kept on file by the course coordinator.)

Course coordinator’s comments on the results:

Within the 9 responses received for the survey, the scores and comments show a generally high
evaluation of the course, indicating that the students are satisfied with the course content, teaching
and exam form. Students found communication with and feedback from the teachers to be generally
good. One question with a very low score, however, was the one regarding satisfaction with the
teaching room, reflecting the problems noted above with the lack of sound isolation and the
bleeding over of sound from the room next door, used as a practice room by the performance
students.
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MVK100 Innfgring i musikkvitenskap — self-assessment (egenvurdering) — Fall 2021

This course is required of students in the Bachelor program in musicology, and is open only to
them for reasons of capacity. The course was first offered in Fall 2020, and this semester is the
second time the course has been taught.

The course was developed and implemented in part to contribute to the retention of students and
lower the drop-out rate from the program, as taking courses in the major subject area earlier in
the study progression had been recommended as a desirable measure in this regard. The course is
team-taught by all the musicology faculty in GA, thus both giving the incoming new BA students a
general orientation to the field and allowing them to meet all the relevant faculty members,
already in their first semester of study. It tentatively appears that this measure has contributed to
having the desired effect, as 12 of the 17 students who were admitted to the program in Fall 2020
and took this course were registered in courses in Spring 2021, and 13 of the 20 students who
were admitted in Fall 2021 and took this course are currently registered for courses in Spring
2022. These are better enrollment rates for second-semester students than the program has had
historically.

Teaching in the course in Fall 2021 consisted of a total of 11 regular lectures by 4 different faculty
members + 1 discussion colloquium led by one of the teachers. There were also some student-led
informal discussion meetings facilitated by the student mentor. The exam consisted of an
assignment portfolio with 2 assignments.

There were 20 students registered for the course at the beginning of the semester (reflecting the
usual practice of intentional overbooking of students admitted to the program). 15 of these were
active as participants (attending the lectures) during the course of the semester. 11 students
completed both assignments. Final grades:

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MVK101 Musikkproduksjon — self-assessment (egenvurdering) — Spring 2022

This semester this course is scheduled to have the full, 3-year evaluation. Since at the time of
writing this report (mid-February) it is too early in the semester to carry out that full evaluation, this
self-assessment is a temporary “place holder” in the written documentation of the required quality
assurance work for the course, before the full evaluation is carried out at the end of the semester.

This course is required of students in the Bachelor program in musicology, and is open only to
them for reasons of capacity. The course addresses the program’s mandate to not only prepare
students for postgraduate education in musicology, but also to provide students with relevant
knowledge and skills they can use in work life after completing the BA.

Parts of this course are based on cooperation with the music therapy course MUTP105 Samspill i
musikkterapigrupper. Some of the teaching (workshops with KMD’s sound engineer on working
with audio equipment and doing live sound at concerts, and with KMD’s producer on concert
production) includes students from both courses. The students also cooperate in several “house
concerts” over the course of the semester where the music therapy students perform and the
musicology students do concert production (including setting up equipment, doing sound, etc.).
Maintaining adequate communication between musicology and music therapy in regard to this
course has sometimes been a challenge, but has improved over the last few years. There is a new
course coordinator for MUTP105 as of Spring 2022; he and the coordinator for this course
communicate on a regular basis regarding issues that affect both courses, and have good
cooperation.

In addition to the portion of the course related to practical skills in working with sound equipment
and concert production, the course includes a series of lectures with invited speakers on various
topics related to music production, project management, the music industry, and project
application writing (the latter including a written assignment consisting of a mock application to a
funder in Norway for a music-related project).

The normal exam form for this course is an assignment portfolio with 4 assignments, including a
combination of practical assignments (production of concerts) and written work. The practical
assignments were cancelled this in 2020 and 2021 due to restrictions on live cultural events in
Bergen, and replaced with a new written assignment.

After two years with corona, the course is tentatively moving back to its “normal” form. Though
some changes made in the assignments during the past two years will be kept. The assignment
“create a musical track in Soundtrap (a ‘DAW in the cloud’),” was originally introduced as a
temporary replacement for a group activity; due to its relevance for the course topic and learning
outcomes, it is being kept as part of the exam, post-Covid. As a result, the exam part “production
of a ‘house concert’” has been moved from the exam to one of the regular teaching activities, as
preparation for the students’ own exam concert (which remains part of the exam).

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MVK102 A skrive om musikk — self-assessment (egenvurdering) — Fall 2021

This course is required of, and only open to, 2nd-year students in the bachelor program in
musicology at the Grieg Academy.

Teaching in the course consisted of 9 lectures or workshops, mostly by various guest teachers.

This course gives 5 study points, and is designed to give the students some training in music
journalism (in contrast to academic writing) that can be relevant for future non-academic
employment. The exam in the course consisted of 3 short writing assignments, mostly focusing on
different genres of music journalism. New in the course in Fall 2021 was a unit on podcasting, in
cooperation with Studentradioen i Bergen.

Of the 10 students registered at the beginning of the semester, 9 completed the exam in the course
and received a passing grade. Grading system: pass/fail (bestdtt/ikke bestdtt).

The number of students (9) finishing the course in Fall 2021 was significantly up from the previous
year, when only 6 students finished the exam in the course and received a grade. The increase in
numbers taking and completing the course this year can be attributed to fewer students from the
cohort that began Fall 2020 having dropped out after the first year.

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MVK250 Bacheloroppgave i musikkvitenskap — self-assessment (egenvurdering) — Spring 2022
This course is the culmination of the three-year study program in musicology.

For the exam in this course, the student researches and writes an original paper, under the
supervision of an assigned adviser. The course requires a high ability to work independently.

Since the course was first offered in Fall 2017, 24 students have completed and passed the course.

2018: 4 students completed A (1), B (1), C (2)
2019: 5 students completed A (2), B (2), D (1)

During the current semester (Spring 2022), 6 students are registered for the course and are on track
to turn in their papers by the end of the the semester.

The course has historically had a high rate of dropouts, as students find themselves unable to finish
their work during one semester, and decide to postpone completing their paper by one or more
semesters. This situation has improved somewhat over the past 2 years.

Emneevaluering hgst 2021
Valgemne Griegstudier/Grieg Studies MVK 104
Emneansvarlig: Arnulf Mattes, fersteamanuensis UiB

Mal og innhold:

Kurset gir en bred og kontekstorientert innfgring i Griegs resepsjons- og virkningshistorie
som komponist og kulturell ikon. Med utgangspunkt i en gjennomgang av Griegs
kompositoriske stildannelse skal det undersgkes hvordan hans musikk bade har blitt
pavirket og har bidratt til konstruksjoner av nasjonal identitet innad Norge, samtidig som
den har formet oppfatninger av det norske og nordiske i Europa og globalt. Kurset gir ogsa
innblikk i hvordan forestillingene om Grieg som en del av nasjonal musikkarv har blitt skapt
og omformet ogsa ette hans dgd gjennom kritiske faser og hendelser i moderne norsk
historie. Kurset har videre som mal d gi studentene kjennskap til grunnleggende metodiske
problemstillinger knyttet til formidlingen av en nasjonal musikk-historiografi.

Organisering:

Opplegget besto av en serie med forelesninger, kollokvier og deltagelse i et aktuelle
forskningsarrangement ved Senter for Griegforskning. Emneansvarlig har statt for
hoveddelen av undervisningen. Samtidig har studentene fatt tilbudt undervisning som
presenterer dem for aktuelle forskningsprosjekter gjennom forelesninger av
gjesteforelesere. Undervisningsspraket var engelsk.

Studiemal og laeringsutbytte:

Malet med kurset er at studentene far grunnleggende kjennskap og oversikt over Griegs
stilutvikling og resepsjonshistorie. Studentene skal videre forsta a relatere fortolkning av
enkeltverk til kulturelle forhold og historiske fortellinger giennom diskusjonen av sentrale
musikkhistoriografiske og kulturteoretiske begreper som identitet, tradisjon, stil,
autentisitet og autonomi. Dermed skal de settes i stand til a se nedarvete musikalske
tradisjoner fra et aktuelt musikkvitenskapelig perspektiv. Kurset skal videre styrke
studentenes ferdigheter for kildevurdering gjennom det a analysere og fortolke
primeerkilder og sekundaerlitteratur og sette dem i stand til & bruke disse selvstendig i egen
fortolkende praksis. Kurset skal ogsa involvere dem i pagaende forskningsaktivitet ved
Senter for Griegforskning og formidlingspraksis ved KODE komponisthjem Edvard Grieg
museum og Griegsamlingen ved Bergen Offentlige Bibliotek.

Emneansvarliges evaluering:

Studentgruppen hgsten 2021 har veert relativ liten (seks deltakere), men veldig engasjert og
aktiv. Tilstedevaerelsen i forelesningene var veldig bra, til tross for koronarelaterte video-
forelesninger innimellom. Gruppen besto av tre utvekslingsstudenter fra Tyskland, en fra
Nederland, en fra Hong kong og en norsk student. Studentene hadde ulik faglig bakgrunn,
noen fra musikkvitenskap, andre fra historie, mediestudier og kulturstudier. Dette fungerte
veldig bra, siden opplegget var lyttebasert og ikke hadde notekunnskap som forutsetning.
Gruppestgrrelsen gjorde det mulig & ha en mer individuell og dialogisk undervisningsstil enn
rene forelesninger. Gruppestgrrelsen kunne dog vart hgyere for a skape en stgrre dynamikk
i gruppen og mangfold i diskusjonene, som vil vaere mer motiverende for studentene.

Det gjelder ogsa oppmelding til eksamen i valgemnet i ar. Det var bare en deltaker som tok
eksamen, med karakter C.



Undervisningsopplegget besto av en serie med forelesninger og kollokvier, der studentene
presenterte egne oppgaver. Kursets avslutning og hgydepunkt var deltakelsen i Nina Grieg
175-ars-seminaret gjennomfgrt av Senter for Griegforskning i samarbeid med KODE
komponisthjem. der alle studenter deltok med stort engasjement i diskusjonene.

Kommunikasjonen med studentene har foregatt gjennom Canvas-plattformen gjennom
kunngjgringer og mail. Der fikk studentene ogsa tilgang til relevant materiale knyttet til
forelesningene og digital litteraturliste. Dette har fungert bra.

Studentenes evaluering:
Det ble gjennomfgrt en studentevaluering for kurset hgsten 2020. Det ble ikke gjennomfgrt
en studentevaluering etter kurset i 2021.

Konklusjon:

Den hgye tilstedevaerelsen og den aktive deltakelsen av studentene i diskusjonene tyder pa
at kurset har truffet studentenes forventninger pa en bra mate og vekket det faglige
engasjementet. Gruppen besto av utvekslingsstudenter med unntak av en norsk deltaker fra
musikkvitenskapsprogrammet. Det fungerte veldig bra, men det kunne med fordel veert
flere deltakere fra musikkvitenskapsprogrammet, noe som det ma jobbes mer med. Et
alternativ er a spisse kurset i enda stgrre grad i retning internasjonale studenter. Interessen
for en innfgring i norsk musikkhistorie generelt og Grieg spesielt er stor og tilsvarende kurs
har hgye deltakertall andre steder.

Kursets interdisiplinaere design som inkluderer perspektiver fra musikkhistoriografi, -
entnologi, -sosiologi, -musikkteori og — estetikk fungerer veldig bra og oppleves av
emneansvarlig som vellykket konsept som er veldig motiverende a utvikle videre.

Studentenes deltagelse i aktuelle arrangementer som del av kurset har apenbart veert svaert
vellykket. Dette gir studentene mulighet & orientere seg om aktuell praksis og forskning og
er en fast del av kurset hvert ar.
