skal fakultetsstyret innstille ett eksternt medlem og to eksterne varamedlemmer.

Saken ble fgrst lagt frem pa fakultetsstyremgtet 8.4.2025 men ble trukket av dekan da det ble papekt
formell feil i saksbehandlingen, siden det kun hadde blitt fremmet ett varamedlem. | henhold til regler for
styringsorganene ved fakultet og instituttene skal det oppnevnes to varamedlemmer. | tillegg ble det stilt
spgrsmal fra fakultetsstyret om prosessen i forbindelse med utvelgelse av de mest relevante kandidatene
hadde vaert adekvat. Det har na vaert gjennomfgrt en ny prosess med ny anledning for instituttlederne til 3
foresla flere medlemmer, med pafglgende diskusjon i instituttledermgte om hvem man vurderer som de
mest relevante kandidatene til dette vervet.

Omtale av de aktuelle kandidatene

Fakultetsledelsen inviterte instituttene til 8 komme med forslag til mulige kandidater, flere institutt fulgte
denne oppfordringen. Pa grunnlag av en helhetlig vurdering av forslagene og diskusjoner i
instituttledergruppen vil fakultetsledelsen foresla fglgende kandidater:

Medlem: Torberg Falch, professor i samfunnsgkonomi ved Institutt for samfunnsgkonomi, NTNU

Falchs forskningsfelt er innen utdanningsgkonomi, arbeidsmarkedsgkonomi og offentlig gkonomi, og seerlig
i skjeeringspunktene mellom disse omradene. Falch har bred erfaring som leder av ulike institusjoner og pa
ulike niva pa NTNU, inkludert leder pa Institutt for laererutdanning 2017-2021, visedekan for forskning pa
Fakultet for samfunns- og utdanningsvitenskap 2015-2016 og som visedekan for utdanning samme sted
2013-2015. Han var leder pa Institutt for samfunnsgkonomi 2005-2009. Han har veert medlem i en rekke
regjeringsoppnevnte NOU-utvalg, medlem i portefgljestyret i NFR (Velferd og utdanning 2024-, Utdanning
og kompetanse 2020-2023), og innehatt en lang rekke andre styre- og konsulentoppdrag. Han er ogsa en
markant deltaker i samfunnsdebatten, blant annet i form av foredrag, kronikker, og TV-opptredener.
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Fgrste varamedlem: Stina Ellevseth Oseland, direktgr for klimaetaten ved Bergen kommune

Oseland har veert klimadirektgr ved Bergen kommune siden 2020 og har tidligere veert radgiver ved
Hordaland Fylkeskommune (2012-2014). Hun bygde opp klimaetaten etter omorganisering og ledet
arbeidet med institusjonalisering av klimaarbeid i Bergen kommune pa en mate som har vakt internasjonal
interesse og anerkjennelse. Hun ble i 2024 utnevnt som eneste representant fra Norden til scopingarbeidet
i forkant av Det internasjonale klimapanelet (IPCC) sin spesialrapport om klima og byer. Oseland

har sin doktorgrad fra UiB, Institutt for geografi, og kjenner UIB og SV-fakultetet godt. Hun vurderes som en
spennende og dyktig kandidat, med gode strategiske evner og administrativ erfaring. At hun har lyktes i a
bygge solide relasjoner mellom kommunen og sentrale klimaforskningsmiljger i Norge gjgr henne szerlig
verdifull i fakultetets strategiske arbeid med a styrke relevansen i utdanningene.

Andre varamedlem: Ingebjgrg Foldgy Solli, fgrsteamanuensis ved Handelshgyskolen, Universitetet i
Stavanger Ingeborg Foldgy Solli er i tillegg til & vaere ansatt som fgrsteamanuensis ogséa prodekan
for undervisning pa Handelshayskolen ved Universitetet i Stavanger. Hun er tilknyttet Synapse Lab
- Tverrfaglig forskning for laering og motivasjon, som forsker. Hun var ogsa styreleder i KaKa i
2024. KaKa, ogsa kalt kverulantkatedralen arrangerer to arlige populaervitenskapelige festivaler,
«KaKanomics — nordens starste, beste og morsomste gkonomifestival», og «Wonderful World -
Den nordiske festivalen for filosofi & vitenskap».

Kommentarer fra ledelsen

Etter dialogen med instituttlederne er ledelsens vurdering at det er betydelig skepsis mot a utnevne en
ekstern styrerepresentant som vil bli 73 ar i Igpet av perioden, ogsa blant dem som ga utrykk for at dette
ellers ville veere den beste kandidaten. Vi velger derfor a nominere Torberg Falch, som var den med bredest
stgtte i instituttledegruppen, som eksternt medlem. Det kom ikke inn nye forslag pa varamedlemmer. Det
var heller ikke sterke synspunkter pa Stina Ellevseth Oselands kandidatur og det ble gitt utrykk for at det
ogsa kunne nomineres varamedlemmer fra andre steder i Norge og at det var greit a velge fra listen av
foreslatte. Flere ga utrykk for at det ville vaere fint a fa et ungt og friskt blikk inn fakultetsstyret. Pa denne
bakgrunnen har vi valgt 8 nominere en av de som ble vurdert som ung og spennende, Ingebjgrg Foldgy
Solli, som varamedlem. Etter en helhetlig vurdering, hvor blant annet faglig bakgrunn og profil har vaert
tillagt vekt, har vi opprettholdt forslaget fra sist om Stina Ellevseth Oselands som fgrste varamedlem.
